The International round only 
shoots 3 shots per target and 60 shots per round and by eliminating the longest and shortest targets of our normal 
rounds. The reason for this is the hope that it will bring in shooters who don’t want to shoot that many shots or 
shoot that far. All normal VBA equipment and shooting rules will still apply. This would be on a trial basis for 
2023. If it is successful there will be another agenda item at the end of the year to make it permanent.

thank the clubs hosting these shoots: BOR, Two  Rivers, Belvior and Sherwood for the Indoor; BOR for the 3D, 
and Prince William for the Open. I would also like to thank Lowell Hertzler for being the lead on collecting and 
tabulating all the indoor scores. The indoor had 103 shooters with 12 records set.  There was a tie in AMFS for 
state champion his year. We had our first virtual shoot off. Andrew Fair won the shoot off on the first round with 
5 inside xs and Isack Mack with 3 inside xs.  The 3D had 70 shooters with 6 records set. The open had shooters. 
There will be no records this year in a new format. VBA is trying a new format this year for the open and closed 
shoots. The international round will be shot on a trial basis this year. If it is liked we can change it in the future.  
VBA also is holding an indoor and outdoor league shoot this year. The indoor went well with 20 shooters. A hand-
icap was used so there was no class breakdown. Crystal Morrissett, shooting FBB, won the buckle. Her daughter 
Daniel took 2nd and Keith Mathis 3rd. The outdoor is running now. Each week a ½ international round is shot, 
and at the end a handicap and winner is decided. Remember to come out and support the upcoming Fall 3D and 
closed shoot held at Manahoac. Around mid to late July a shoot schedule form will be sent to each club. Work 
with your zone and pick your dates for the 2024 season. Be sure to put all the info on these  forms. The cards are 
printed off this form. If it is listed incorrectly, it will be printed that way. Rember to give Marie a thanks if you see 
her. She is retiring after 17 years. All new memberships and charters etc. should be sent to the new secretary as of 
June 2023. Do the same for Joyce as she is also retiring after several years of service. They will both be missed.

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Agenda Items
 Agenda Items from January Meeting - Proposed Constitutional Changes Agenda Item #1 - Sherwood Archers 

had proposed a change be made to Article 15, Tournaments, Section 15.1, State Tournaments, to read as in attach-
ment A. to these minutes, so that all clubs would have a chance to host a State Shoot. A roll call vote was taken, 
and the motion failed with four in favor and ten against. Agenda Items # 2 & 3 - Manahoac had proposed to give 
the host club, the option of either doing a field round on Saturday, and hunter and animal rounds on Sunday, or 
doing international rounds each day. This was discussed in great detail, with concerns expressed regarding record 
keeping and other issues. Also discussed was the motion that was made by Prince William, concerning the use 
of international rounds at state tournaments. After much discussion, it was decided to table these two motions. A 
motion was made by Manahoac and seconded by Shenandoah, to table these two motions for more consideration, 
and the vote was approved by the Board. Agenda Item # 4 - Belvoir and the Publicity Committee had proposed 
allowing certain clubs to hold shoots on weekends of state shoots. It was withdrawn for more consideration with 
a motion by made by Belvior and second by Shenandoah, with an affirmative vote. Agenda Item #5 - Prince Wil-
liam Archers had proposed that the heading of Article 15.1.5 of the Constitution, State Closed - Labor Day Week-
end, be changed to just State Closed. This would give the VBA more flexibility in setting the dates for shoots. A 
date could be adjusted if a conflict comes up, after the June meeting, ahead of time. A roll call vote was taken, and 
the motion passed with thirteen in favor and one against.

A motion was made by Manahoac and seconded by Shenandoah, to hold the International Round on both days 
at the State Open and Closed Tournaments, on a trial basis for this year. Discussion was held and it was noted 
that the contracts would have to be amended. A vote was called and the motion was passed by the Board. Records 
for shoots will be kept. There was follow up discussion on advertising the shoots, and shooting the international 
round

A motion was made to change Article 8 to add Article 8.1, Treasurer to read: It shall be the duty of the Trea-
surer to take charge of the funds of this Association, subject to the general supervision of the Board of Directors; 
give, negotiate, and endorse such checks, notes and bills as may be required to conduct the business of this As-
sociation; and pay out the funds as required to operate the daily business of the VBA. He/she shall keep proper 
books of accounts, which will always be subject to examination by the Board of Directors. He/she shall render at 
all regular Board of Directors’ meetings, a written statement showing the financial condition of the Association, 
and detailed reports of the receipts, disbursements and expenses of the fiscal year, and take on other such duties 
as may be required by the Board. The Treasurer shall also be bonded. The Treasurer may transfer funds between 
accounts opened for the VBA, as the Treasurer sees fit or necessary. The above motion made by Manahoac and 
seconded by Cub Run, to make the above changes. Discussion was held concerning the Treasurer position, and 
a vote taken, to send this back to the clubs for voting at the June meeting. A motion was made to change Article 
8 to read: Article 8 Executive State Secretary It shall be the duty of the Executive State Secretary to collect the 
Membership of this Association and deposit all funds associated with membership so received in such bank as the 
Board of Directors may designate, subject to withdrawal by the President and Treasurer. He/she shall keep proper 
books of membership which shall always be subject to examination by the President and/or the Board of Direc-
tors, or such other agent as may be designated by the Board of Directors. He/she shall render at all regular Board 
of Directors’ meetings, a written report showing the current status of the membership and disposition thereof, and 
a detailed report at the end of the fiscal year. He/she shall publish and distribute to club Presidents, Secretaries, 
and VBA Committeemen, copies of each VBA quarterly meeting minutes via email 30 days after the quarterly 
meeting. He/she shall ascertain if all application for affiliation or membership comply with the requirements of 
the Constitution and By-Laws of this Association. He/she shall keep copies of all records of the Association

The above motion was by made Belvior and seconded by Shenandoah.

½ teaspoon onion powder

Diced scallions for garnish
Cut the turkey breast into bite-sized 
pieces.
